	About the Organizer

Each lecture includes interactive sessions for Q&A and discussions between teachers and participants. 
At the same time, participants will pay visits to scenic spots and historical sites as well as private and public sectors related to the training themes, and communicate with relevant officials and experts. 
The purpose of this training is to promote the participants’ comprehensive and in-depth understanding of China's national conditions, enhance their professional knowledge in the field of diplomacy and the professional ability to deal with China-related affairs, strengthen exchanges and cooperation in various fields, and boost the friendly diplomatic relations between China and Bosnia and Herzegovina under the Belt and Road Initiative.
